Steps for using dictionaries:

1. Decide – are you looking for:

a. Verb – action

b. Adjective – descriptive word

c. Noun – person, place, thing, or idea




Remember – you CANNOT use “surf” as a verb.  It is a noun.  
You need to look up sentence parts individually.  
2. Look for the best definition.  When a word has different meanings, be sure to find the meaning you are looking for.  Pay careful attention to words within expressions, like “She has a frog in her throat.” 
3. If you are unclear, you might want to translate the word back into French to make sure you have the right one.

4. If you find a verb, make sure you:

a. Conjugate it if the verb is the first in the sentence.

b. Don’t conjugate it if it is the second verb in the sentence.

2. Include only the verb, not any expressions that follow.  Ex: faire
