· Label each item in Spanish

· Record a sound file that describes each room of your house including preposition phrases of location . . . la mesa de té está enfrente del sofá
· You must include at least 35 things from your vocabulary list
· For extra credit you may also create a labeled, culturally appropriate exterior view of your house

CITY

· Select a real Spanish or Latin American city

· Research 12 actual places in that city, including real street names
· Design your city lay out, name your streets and avenues, put in your places
· Add at least 12 additional places/things from your city vocabulary list

· Label everything in Spanish

· Record a narrated tour of your city including prepositional phrases of direction . . .                    la iglesia está al lado de la biblioteca.
· For extra credit, use actual photographs of the real places in your city
FINALLY:

· Check your work against the rubric and each requirement in the assignment
· Practice presenting your creation to your family

· Projects are to be submitted through the BlackBoard assignment by Friday, March 27
· Using the Smart Board, you will present your house or city to the class totally in Spanish  (your recordings can really help you out with this part!)
